Captains and players should be aware of two important changes approved by team captains at their meeting on April 12, 2010.

These two changes are experimental for this season only, and have not been approved as permanent changes to the league bylaws. 

First, teams will be able to "borrow" a player from another team to play on a particular day in a particular match. This arrangement must be worked out between team captains and must be reported to the handicap chairman no later than Monday (end of business) prior to the match. As an example, if Team “A” believes it will be unable to field 6 members at a match on Saturday, Team A's captain may contact any other team captain to see if a member of Team “B” who is not scheduled to play that weekend for his own team would like to play instead for Team “A”. A player may not play for another team when the other team is playing a match against the player's "primary" team. For example, a MET player cannot play for NASA when those two teams are in a match. 

This change was approved because several teams this year appear to be on shaky ground, and could use this process to avoid forfeits. Also, if a player wants to play a particular course, but gets shutout from playing with his own team because 6 players are already committed, that player may be able to attach to another team and play. 

The second change affects playoffs, so that ALL 10 TEAMS WILL QUALIFY FOR PLAYOFFS THIS SEASON. This change will avoid the recurrence of a snafu that occurred last season, and also keep the matches at the end of the schedule meaningful.  After the last match (Knockdown at Grey Hawk on Aug. 14) the 1-10 seeds will be established. The following week, at the Ironwood Open event, #7 will play a playoff match vs. #10, and #8 will play a playoff match vs. #9. The two winners will proceed into the quarterfinal playoff round, matching up vs. teams 1-6. The #1 seed will play the LOWEST seeded team remaining-could be #8, #9 or #10. The #2 seed will play the other winner from Ironwood-could be #7, #8 or #9. For example, if #10 and #9 win at Ironwood, then #1 would play #10, and #2 would play #9; if #7 and #8 win at Ironwood, it would be just like always-#1 vs. #8 and #2 vs. #7.
